We operate a concession stand at the Bank Atlantic Center (the stadium of the Florida Panthers hockey team) during hockey games, concerts and special events. We have a contract with Boston Concessions to provide staffing for a minimum number of events, have a long-standing reputation for being a reliable group, and thus are assigned one of their prime concession locations. This has been a major income producer for the band and for families to help pay for their band/guard fees. 

Responsibilities 
We are responsible for the money, counting the inventory, setting up the stand before gates open, selling the products and cleaning the stand at the end of the evening. One person is designated to handle the money for the shift and one person is designated to handle the inventory for the shift. Driving Instructions 
Take Flamingo Road to SR-84 west to red light at 136th Avenue 

Or 

Take I-595 west and exit at 136th Avenue: 

♦ Turn right onto 136th Avenue 

♦ Drive north past Sunrise Blvd, to Gate 7 (first red light after Sunrise). 

♦ Turn left in to parking lot and go straight toward back of building. Park on top of the hill and walk down the cement steps to the back security entrance of BAC. 

♦ If the event is sold out, you will be required to park in the employee parking area, which is immediately to the left when you pull into Gate 7. You will park there, cross the street and get on a bus that will take you to the back entrance. 

♦ Go into the security entrance, go through the door and to the right are tables where you sign in. The paper will tell you which stand we are working, usually 130. 

♦ After signing in, go the next hallway to sign out your uniform. The locker rooms are right behind the uniforms. Bring a lock for your locker. Change clothes (no personal items allowed in the stand, so leave valuables in your car or in a locker). 

♦ Go back into the hallway and take the elevators to the Plaza level. Turn left and walk down to stand 130. 

Attire 
♦ Tennis shoes, preferably dark in color. No open-toe shoes or heels. 

♦ White t-shirt 

♦ Shirt is provided through uniform room. We will provide you with a visor.

♦ You must wear your own black pants.  Absolutely no jeans, cargo pants or capris.

Rules 
♦ No dangling earrings 

♦ Anyone with hair longer than shoulder length needs to be pulled back. 

♦ Students must be 16 to work in the back and 18 to run a register. 

♦ The report time that is stated is 1 hour before the gates open. We use that time to set up the stand and have our meal. We are allowed to have a hot dog and a drink. You will be provided with a cup, which must be thrown away when the gates open. 

♦ No gum chewing, cell phones or eating once gates are open.
